
			RADIAL	ARM	SAW	SAFETY	TIPS									

CROSS	CUT	–	(Cu5ng	To	Length)	

(Display	near	radial	saw)	

1. Hold	wood	against	fence	with	leK	hand	–	pull	saw	with	right	hand.	

2. Do	Not	use	the	“anO-kick-back”	as	a	handle	to	pull	saw	through	the	wood	–	use	the	
handle	on	the	saw	yoke	casOng	assembly.	

3. Do	Not	add	any	pieces	of	wood	in	front	of	fence	except	temporarily	to	cut	through	
4x4’s	or	larger	stock.	

4. Do	Not	pull	the	saw	blade	further	out	than	required	to	completely	sever	the	wood.		
Use	adjustable	arm	stop	to	limit	length	of	travel.	

5. Do	Not	let	motor/saw	assembly	return	rapidly	to	the	back	aKer	making	a	cut.	

6. Do	Not	force	saw	through	material	when	cross	cu5ng.	

7. Always	properly	adjust	and	Oghten	adjustable	safety	cross	cut	stop	before	cu5ng.		

RIP	CUTTING	–	(Cu5ng	To	Width)	

1. Become	familiar	with	both	se5ngs	for	ripping	–	“in	rip”	and	“out	rip.”	

2. Set	anO-kick-back	device	to	make	contact	with	wood	when	rip	cu5ng.	

3. Always	rip	with	the	material	firmly	against	and	following	the	saw	fence.	

4. Use	a	“push	sOck”	to	guide	wood	past	blade	–	avoid	passing	hand	close	to	rotaOng	
blade.	

5. Always	feed	material	against	the	direcOon	of	blade	rotaOon.	This	is	easily	remembered	
by	entering	the	material	into	the	back	side	of	the	saw	motor	and	guard	assembly	and	
exiOng	the	front	side	of	the	assembly.	

	

6. Do	Not	uOlize	next	board	to	be	ripped	as	a	push	sOck	to	clear	blade	–	always	clear	
blade	with	a	push	sOck	before	acempOng	to	saw	another	board.	

7. Do	Not	force	feed	material	through	saw	when	ripping	–	allow	saw	to	maintain	
maximum	RPM	at	all	Omes.	
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
